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Dr. Thorp, the current 
recipient of the Divi-
sion’s  Pediatric 
Trauma Fellowship, 
presented the group 
with some insight as 
to the nature of her 
critically needed 
skills.  She is a real 
Loma Linda success 
story, having been   
raised in Loma Linda, 
attended college at 

Pacific Union in Napa Valley, and medical school and pe-
diatrics residency at Loma Linda.  After a brief period of 
private practice, she returned to Loma Linda Medical 
Center where she is in her first year of training in the spe-
cialty of pediatric trauma. 
 
Loma Linda University Medical Center and Children©s 
Hospital is the only Level I regional trauma center serving 
San Bernardino, Riverside, Inyo, and Mono counties. 
They are dedicated to providing timely and comprehen-
sive care to traumatized pediatric patients and their fami-
lies, from the time of injury until the child©s reintegration 
into the family and community. They also strive to edu-
cate the community on methods of trauma prevention. 
 
Traumatic injuries are the most serious and most prevent-
able of all major health problems. Trauma is considered 
an epidemic in our society and accounts for one of the 
most expensive health problems in the United States. 
Traumatic injury is the leading cause of death in children 
resulting in approximately 7,000 deaths a year. 
 
The pediatric trauma service admits approximately 500 
children each year.  Dr. Thorp advised children to use bi-
cycle helmets, parents to use safe and properly installed 
car seats for children, and for children to avoid trampo-
lines and motorcycles.  She thanked Kiwanis for sponsor-
ing her training position and plans to share her newly ac-
quired skills with others in the community.
