Speaker: Jerry Bartram, CPA: Do You Know Where Your Money Is?

One day you receive an official looking email from your bank informing you that a
security breach has occurred with your checking account and that they want you to
respond to the email by supplying your Social Security number and bank account
number to verify that you are the true owner of the account. DO NOT ANSWER
| THIS EMAIL!!, Mr. Bartram sternly warned the group. If you do, you will become a
victim of a “phishing” scam. Your bank or credit card company will never ask you
for such information over the internet. If you have doubts, call the bank directly and
¥ check to see if there are any problems with your account. Although modern inter-
" net technology has much to offer, it also can be used by scam artist to steal your
hard earned savings. Be alert for this and other illegal attempts by criminals to get your vital information. The elderly
are especially targeted by such schemes. Never place your mail in an unlocked mail box. Criminals can steal your
mail and obtain checks that you have written to pay your bills. They can then alter the checks by removing part or all
of the information by washing the checks with chemicals such as acetone, brake fluid, or bleach and then rewrite the
checks to themselves and steal your money.

Some useful tips to prevent fraud: use a credit card rather than a check; do not use a debit card in unsecured estab-
lishments; when ordering checks, arrange for pickup directly from the bank; safeguard cancelled checks; use only se-
cure checks with a “padlock” symbol and microprinting on the signature line; do not put phone numbers, driver li-
cense, or Social Security numbers on checks; check your bank accounts online frequently to monitor false activity as
soon as possible since you only have thirty days to contest such activity with the bank; use special pens with ink that
penetrates into the fiber of the check and is not easily erased. For more information about money fraud and other fi-
nancial advice, visit Mr. Bartram’s website at: http://www.jbartram.com/ .
