Speaker: Bernadine Irwin, PhD, RN: Operation Jessica

It began with a tragedy. Jessica Salazar, a young girl who had just turned 14, was
murdered in nearby Colton. She liked to write and had plans to go to college. She
once wrote, “Everyone is killing each other, not knowing all the pain and hurt they are
going to make or all the souls they are going to take, just to prove they are tough. |
don’t know about you, but | have had enough. They are taking innocent lives. It could
be your brothers, sisters, wives, or maybe even you.” She wanted to work with at-risk
youths. Six months before her death, Jessica had met Bernadine Irwin, PhD, RN,
who was working as a counselor at the Youth Justice Center in San Bernardino. The
Center provides schooling and counseling for juveniles on probation. Dr. Irwin was
| deeply affected by Jessica’s death. “I recognized how much Jessica had to give, and
1| what she could achieve with the talents she had,” notes Dr. lIrwin. “Because of what
happened to Jessica, | became in touch with the fact that | really loved these kids
and more needed to be done for them,” says Dr. Irwin. She wanted to offer a spiri-
tual program to the youth at the center. In addition, Dr. Irwin wanted to document
changes that the youth went through during the classes. Based on this tragedy, Dr. Irwin wrote a book, For the Love
of Jessica: the story of gang kids guided from tragedy to triumph (Millennia Publishing Company). Following her
book, Dr. Irwin dreamed of organizing an outlet for troubled youth to receive healing from their past. It wasn't until
Brent Martini, president of AmerisourceBergen Drug Company, read her book and decided to help, that Dr. Irwin’s
dream would become a reality. Mr. Martini wanted to assist gang members and potential gang members in overcom-
ing their challenges and healing their troubled past. Through his generosity, he funded the entire Operation Jessica.
Operation Jessica is designed to be a transformational, spiritual experience within the framework of nature for at-risk
youth. The program, named in memory of Jessica Salazar, invites disturbed teens to nature retreats where they can
be free from the constraints of the past and empowered to move above and beyond as they develop new possibilities
for themselves. LLU students help the youths on a one on one bases and guide them through “Above and Beyond”
sessions. The five steps of this self-reawakening process include:

Exploring abuse/victimization situations, and learning to survive

Dangerous coping: introducing alternatives to bad life situations

How to heal wounding experiences

Personal possibilities: showing positive examples of those who have overcome the odds against them

Keys to dream fulfillment: developing and taking positive steps to improving their lives

Thus far, 223 youths have completed the program. If you can’t be part of the program, be part of the process, save a
life.
