Tim, a former member of the first Loma Linda Club, updated us on the present status of
the foundation. The groundwork for the organization was laid in 2000 and the first helping
hand was initiated in 2001. This year they will surpass the 1000th family helped with bur-
ll ial expenses for their young loved ones. Forty per cent of those serviced are from River-
Bl side county and the remainder come from San Bernardino county. There are plans this

@ year to expand services into Orange county as well. Over 300 families from the Loma
Linda Children's Hospital Have been served over the last five years. Over ninety news-
paper articles have been written extolling the fine work of this foundation.

The Unforgettables has as its mission the provision of modest financial assistance to care
for families who are unable to afford burial expenses. It was started by a group of physi-
cians, nurses and chaplains involved in the care and spiritual support of families with ter-

minally ill children.

The Foundation responded to the alarming high rate of child pool drownings by creating an innovative program
“CPR2U,” a cardiopulmonary resuscitation training course focused on care for infants and toddlers. Each year the pro-
gram trains over 1000 adults and teens.

Annual events sponsored by the Unforgettables include the Charity Golf Classic, held each spring, and headed by PGA
Tour member Dave Stockton. Lights for Little Lives, a program that honors the children and supporters of the Founda-
tion, is held each New Year’s Eve.
