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Speaker: Steve Mains: The Water You Drink

Water, water, every where, And all the boards did shrink ;
Water, water, every where, Nor any drop to drink. (Coleridge)

Where does our water supply come from? How is it processed? Where is the ground wa-
i ter contamination? These and other questions were answered by Mr. Steve Mains, a 30
year veteran with the Western Municipal Water District and now a consultant to water dis-
tricts in southern California. He introduced us to the concept of a watershed, a drainage
basin, whose water drains into a specified body of water. In this area the run-off from the
1 mountains drains into the Santa Ana River and from there into the sea. The regulation of
the usage of water is controlled by a myriad of water districts. These districts monitor the
wells and pumping stations. There is also the issue of water rights involving flow and

quality.

Using maps, Mains showed the Santa Ana drainage basin and the contaminant plumes of toxic chemicals such as
perchlorate, TCE, PCB, and DBCP. Theses plumes of toxins were generated -
a long time ago from the old Norton AFB, the railroad yards, old Camp Ono
near the present site of Cal State San Bernardino, Redlands Airport, and the
Stringfellow acid pits. Even the citrus industry is at fault from the nitrogenous
compounds used in fertilizers. Some wells have to be closed, and new wells
drilled in safe areas. The good thing is that the water in this area is carefully
processed and has to meet rigid standards. Interestingly, the water in this
area is not fluorinated, and detectable levels of fluorine depend upon the area s
where the water is harvested. Tom Crowley, one of our own, and who is As-
sistant General Manager of the West Valley District, gave additional informa-
tion regarding the filtration process and the exchange resins used to remove
toxins. Question, does Mr. Mains use bottled water at home?
