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Speaker: John Turner: It could happen to you...Identity Theft

We have all heard about it. The story is always the same. You get a notice in the mail that
your checking account is overdrawn. You place your ATM card in the slot at the bank and it
rejects your card or keeps it and notifies you that your account is maxed out. You get a state-
ment in the mail for the HUMVEE that you did not buy. You have become another victim of the

crime of identity theft (IDT).

John Turner, one of our members has taken a special interest in IDT and shared with us
some advice as to how to prevent IDT, and once it has taken place, what steps to take for dam-
age control. First, do not panic, but do take positive steps towards clearing the record. A good
source of information is the FTC website: http://www.consumer.gov/idtheft/.

Basic Steps to take:

- Contact the fraud departments of any one
of the three credit reporting companies
(they must all share this information) to
initiate a “fraud alert”

Close all accounts that have been af-
fected

File a report with the local police and get a
copy to send to creditiors if needed

File a complaint with the FTC

Use the ID Theft Affidavit when disputing
new unauthorized accounts

Monitor credit reports frequently

Minimizing Risk:

The law provides for an annual free credit report via: www.
annualcreditreport.com

Do not give out personal information on the phone, mail or inter-
net unless you have initiated the contact

Shred all documentswith personal info using a crosscut shredder
Never carry your Social Security Card in your purse or wallet
Watch out for “phishing” schemes on the internet; delete all unfa-
miliar email without opening it

When ordering new checks, pick them up at the bank

Make passwords difficult to detect: use a combination of upper
and lowercase letters, numbers that have no relation to you, l.e.,
do not use phone numbers, addresses, age, children’s names,
SSN, etc

On May 15, 1962, the Kiwanis Club of
Tijuana, Baja, California, Mexico - the first Ki-
wanis club organized outside the United States
and Canada - received its charter. The Tijuana
club was formed under the generally agreed-
upon plan of affiliation and was attached to the
California-Nevada-Hawaii District.
