tional Red Cross Move-
ment that provides relief
to victims of disasters
and help people pre-
vent, prepare for and
respond to emergen-
cies.

The American Red
Cross, through its net-
work of chapters, ser-
vice delivery units and
national headquarter
operations, provides dis-

aster relief services to people affected by
disasters 24 hours a day, 365 days of the
year. Through an extensive network of well-
trained volunteers and generous donations
from people throughout the country, the Red
Cross is able to provide the immediate basic
needs of disaster victims. Red Cross disas-
ter relief services are free, an outright gift
from the American people.

Mr. Bahler a specialist in public and com-
munity relations for the American Red
Cross, updated the club on the timely issue
of the role of the Red Cross in meeting the
needs of those affected by natural and other
disasters. This topic has meaning to all of
us in light of the recent natural storm related
disasters in the Southern United States and
the Midwest. We have long been aware of
the roles of the Red Cross in CPR training
and blood donations, but recently we have
witnessed just how effective this organiza-
tion can be when responding to disasters on
the order of magnitude of the New Orleans
flooding in the wake of hurricane Katrina.
Mr. Bahler described how volunteers are re-
cruited and trained to respond at a moment©s
notice (Give Hope Now, crises volunteers).
These individuals are ready and willing to be
the first on the scene to help those in need.
There are 33 categories of service such as
client services, community mass care, and
logistics. He also reminded us that 91 cents
of every dollar donated to the Red Cross
goes to relief work, the remaining 9 cents
being spent on overhead. Mr. Bahler urged
those of us interested in becoming a volun-

International Board de-
cisions, discussions

The Kiwanis International
Board met in Indianapolis this
past October 20-22. The fol-
lowing decisions and discus-
sions were brought to the
Board through the stated com-
mittees, the names and re-
sponsibilities of which reflect
the goals of Kiwanis Interna-
tional's Strategic Plan.

Committee on Our Voice
The Our Voice goal states:
“Kiwanis International will be a
powerful voice for children and
communities worldwide.”

* Develop a communication
plan to inform and engage Ki-
wanis club members and clubs
in achieving the organization's
goal to have 1 million members
by its 100th anniversary, Janu-
ary 21, 2015.

* Make cultural adjustments
to membership-development
materials and distribute them
to clubs worldwide.

* Study of a per-club and/or
per-member assessment to
share the costs of International
conventions among all clubs.

* Approve a tentative 2006
International Convention
schedule, which includes
events featuring Art Linkletter
and a “Spotlight on Broadway”
show.

* Implement Kiwanis Interna-
tional's new marketing and
public relations campaign
worldwide.

Committee on L eadership
Development

The Leadership Development
goal states: “Kiwanis Interna-
tional will be the premier pro-
vider of programs that develop
competent, knowledgeable,
and ethical youth and adult
leaders.”

Allow Builders Club members
to participate in overnight Ki-
wanis-family functions “as long
as adequate chaperoning is

provided by the sponsoring club or
district.”

Approve Constitution and Bylaws
amendments passed by the Key
Club International House of Dele-
gates at the sponsored organiza-
tion's convention in Atlanta, Geor-
gia, this past July.

Approve all but one Constitution
and Bylaws amendments passed by
the Circle K International House of
Delegates at the sponsored organi-
zation's convention in Greensboro,
North Carolina, this past August.
The Kiwanis International Board re-
ferred to the CKI Board a Bylaws
amendment that would have pre-
vented International Board candi-
dates who fail to be elected to fill a
Board vacancy.

Committee on Structure

The Structure goal states: “ Kl will
be structured to facilitate movement
toward its big audacious goal. Attrib-
utes to consider: global representa-
tion, responsiveness to club and
member needs, flexibility, effective-
ness, resource attainability, and ac-
countability to stakeholders.”

* Create a focus group to study
ways to recruit young members.

* Develop a pilot program for two
North American districts by appoint-
ing a Club mentor and/or a Kiwanis
staff team to assist new clubs during
their first year of operations.

* Approve changes to the Stan-
dard Form for District Bylaws to re-
flect new district structures, 501c3
tax status, and annual dues pay-
ment.
