Weekly Speaker:
Mike Block: Child Pro-
tective Services

Mr. Block, a supervisor
for the Child Protective
Services (CPS) in San
Bernardino County,
stated that there are two
main goals of his organi-
zation, protection for the
children of abuse, and
an offer of permanency
(adoption). Each year
over 2000 children die
each year from abuse
and neglect. This abuse
can be physical, sexual,
emotional, and due to
withholding of life sus-
taining care. Some re-
porters are considered
"mandatory" reporters of
abuse, such as teachers
and physicians, but any-
one that truly believes
that a young child is be-
ing abused can report
the problem to CPS.
Someone is available 24
hours a day to handle
such reports. Forty per-
cent of all calls are not
criminal and are dis-
missed after an investi-
gation. Sixty percent of
calls have some validity,
of which 25% are incon-
clusive and 35% are

positive for established
abuse. Of those cases
that are valid, 7% have no
solution and end up in
court, in 30% of cases the
family can be worked out
within the families in-
volved, and 70% comprise
emergency responses to
emergency rooms and of-
ten lead to the parent's
arrest. The judge can rec-
ommend monitored care
with the parents, long term
care (Foster Home), and
adoption. The diverse cul-
tural makeup of San Ber-
nardino County some-
times causes problems as
different ethnic groups
have different ideas about
child discipline and the
amount of emotional and
physical punishment that
can be inflicted upon the
children. San Bernardino
county has well over 300
employees dedicated to
CPS. Kudos to the work
of the dedicated workers
at CPS.

Kiwanis Rose Parade Float: Twenty Years And Going Strong

The year 2006 will mark the 20th consecutive year Kiwanis has lined up a float in the Tournament
of Roses Parade, but the organization’s history with the Pasadena, California, spectacle goes
back to 1965.

Kiwanis Club presents the 2006 Rose Parade float "The first Kiwanis float appeared in 1965 when
the organization was granted a special permit because it was celebrating its 50th anniversary,” re-
ports Dave Wallach, president of the Rose float of Pasadena Kiwanis club. “It wasn’t until 1986,
however, that Kiwanis’ application reached the top of a waiting list.”

That's when Pasadena Kiwanian and tournament committee member Reid Allen helped establish
Kiwanis’ permanent position in the parade. Homer Maertz, a member of the Kiwanis Club of Lake
Forest, California, raised money to pay for the 1986 float, which featured two large ostriches with
their heads stuck in the sand.

Over the years, the Kiwanis family has offered volunteers to help decorate the Kiwanis float, as
well as other entries designed by the Phoenix Decorating Company. More than 6,500 Kiwanians
and sponsored youth program members are expected to work on as many as eight floats for the
January 2, 2006, parade.
